Elephants need a lot of water. Grown-ups drink as much as 50 gallons(189 litres) a day. The
animals use water in other ways as well. After they have had enough (octarouno) to drink, they
fill (3anonusior) their trunks (xo60T1s1) and spray their bodies.

Most important musicians in jazz history
came fr om New Orleans including Louis Armstrong (1900-1971), one of the greatest jazz musicians.
Louis Armstrong created a new jazz style by improvising solos and performing them in an unusual style.
Improvising is very important for jazz. Good jazz singers and soloists must improvise freely and
skillfully. Louis Armstrong is said to be the inventor of a new vocal style when instead of singing words,
Armstrong sang sounds like «de- de-de» or «lat-dat-da-da» to imitate various musical instruments. Later
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Ella Fitzgerald (1918-1996) used this style with great success, brilliant Ella, who was called the First
Lady of Song and who became the finest woman jazz singer of all time.The 1940s are known as the time
of Big Bands. Their catchy music was everywhere and people danced to Big Band Music. The Big Band
includes thirteen or eighteen musicians. The Big Band period gave the world wonderful musicians as
Glenn Miller, Duke Ellington, Count Basie, Benny Goodman and others who played to full houses in
dance halls and ballrooms across America. Jazz itself includes different styles, the blues, for example.
The blues songs are slow and they are almost always about unhappy love or different troubles.Today jazz
is no less popular in the United States. Though it has changed, it preserves old jazz
traditions.Countrymusic is American, too. It comes fr om old ballads and cowboy songs. Country music
singers always use guitars, banjos and fiddles, they don't usually big bands. The words of country songs
are usually about unsuccessful love.In the 1920s Nashville, Tennessee, became a centre for writing and
recording country music. During the 1940s and 1950s radio made country music more popular. It also
began to change. It sounded more like the commercial music of the time. Still country musicians came to
Nashville to sing and to record their songs. In the 1970s the «New Nashille» sound developed. Musicians
started to use electric guitars. Country music has continued to be popular today. Some singers have gone
back to the beginning of country music, they have continued to perform traditional country material.
Meanwhile, new country styles are still developing.

Let's talk about Russian explorers. The history of exploration would be incomplete if we didn't talk about
them. Unfortunately, these men (and a few women) are not as universally famous as such characters as
Marco Polo and Christopher Columbus. However, their travels and discoveries shaped not only Russian
history, but also the history of the world. Their explorations covered the huge territory of Tsarist Russia
and later the USSR, and even took them into outer space.

Speaker 2

Unfortunately, there are few first-hand accounts about Yermak Timofeyevich, a Don Cossack who led
Russian forces into the far reaches of Siberia. Historians aren't even sure of Yermak's birth date, but
estimate he was born between 1532 and 1542. Based on legend, prior to his conquest of Siberia, Yermak
was a sailor and a pirate. In the 1570s, the powerful Stroganov family hired a Cossack army to attack the
Tatar army and to advance into Siberia. The Cossacks elected Yermak as their leader.

Speaker 3

Witus Bering was born in Denmark in 1681, but he spent most of his adult life in Russia, serving in the
Russian army of Peter the Great. School children studying geography all around the world today know his
name from the Bering Strait and Bering Sea, which separate the Asian and North American continents.
Peter the Great himself asked Bering to lead the expedition of the far eastern regions of the Russian
empire. The goal was to prove that the two continents were indeed separated by water, and to reach the
coast of North America.

Speaker 4

Baron Ferdinand Wrangel was born in Pskov in 1796. After graduating from the Naval Cadets College in
Saint Petersburg, he began his career as a naval officer. His first major expedition was to explore the
Russian polar seas. On that trip, he discovered that north of the Kolyma there was open sea, not dry land,
as most people thought at the time. For several years, he was the chief manager of the Russian-American
Company in the territory now known as Alaska. He also was one of the founding members of the Russian
National Geographic Society.

In addition to the many men who were great Russian explorers, there is one woman who stands out. In
1963, Valentina Tereshkova was the first woman to fly in space. During her three-day mission she
performed various tests to observe the effects of spaceflight on the female body. Later, Tereshkova
graduated from the Zhukovsky Air Force Academy, received a doctorate in engineering, and became an
active member of the Communist Party. Over the years, she has received dozens of honors, medals and
awards.
